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Summary

This article deals with the analysis of the requirements to the levels of students of economic specialties’ English competence proficiency in Business writing. 
According to English proficiency level for Bachelors (future economists) in this article it is looked through some information about professional skills in Business English. It is required that the students of economic specialties need to obtain knowledge and skills in Business English writing which will allow them to be effective in their future working environment, especially in writing Business correspondence (faxes, letters, resumes, emails and so on). English competence in Business Writing includes acquisition of linguistic competence (Business English skills and Business English knowledge), socio-linguistic and pragmatic competences for performing study and job-related tasks.   

The evaluation of Business English Writing relates both to the product of acquired language skills in Business Writing as well as to the process of teaching and learning. 

Study skills in Business English Writing are aimed at developing competence in Business English Writing of economic specialties students, especially in writing professional documents to obtain the data necessary for executing professional tasks and making decisions on a variety of specialism-related topics; write business and professional letters applying intercultural insights and background knowledge of specific economic context. 

In order to develop students’ professional language competence in Business English Writing, self-study should be paid much greater attention.

As Bachelor degree students are supposed to have B2 level and self-study is an integral part of the Business English, it fosters their independent and autonomous learning, enhances job-related skills, and develops English competence in Business Writing, cognitive skills and learning strategies, including self-organization.
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
