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Summary
In the article we have analyzed the English textbooks for secondary schools of Bukovyna (first half of the twentieth century.). In the researched period of time we discovered a set of English textbooks for 5 – 8 grades, which included textbooks with texts, poems that helped pupils to learn lexical and grammatical material, as well as reading, writing, speaking, and reading textbooks for reading which included the fiction fragments of different genres written by English writers.
The main goal was to teach ordinary everyday expressions and forms that made up great difficulties for the pupils of Romania. It was noticed that the curriculum was quite complicated, that is why the books had to be concluded as easy and accessible as possible. It was emphasized that home tasks had to be short and not very difficult, because a large number of tasks after lessons would provide negligent and careless fulfillment. 
English textbooks included lexical, grammatical and phonetic material for teaching speaking, reading and writing. An important component of the books was the illustrative material, which played a significant role in teaching pupils, as an illustration helps to learn and memorize different information. Household texts, literary texts of different genres, poems and dialogues were used for teaching reading. Speaking was taught by answering questions to the suggested texts and making up dialogues. For teaching writing the following types of exercises were used: copying, dictations, creative tasks, filling in the gaps etc.
It has been investigated that rediscovered textbooks were approved of by the Rumanian Ministry of Education and met the curriculum on foreign languages for secondary schools and social order of the society. The educational conditions of that time were clearly considered by the authors who implemented their methodical concept in the preface to the textbooks and through modeling the content of English language learning. In our point of view the mixed method of foreign languages learning was used, that is the combination of translational and direct methods.
We believe that the research of linguistic aspects and types of speech activity in English language teaching in Bukovyna (the first half of the XX century) is quite perspective in future.
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
