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Summary

The research deals with the linguistic peculiarities of English military texts. The notion of mobile educational content that contains English military technical and informational texts is described. The function of e-text in the mobile learning process is mentioned. Mobile educational content is treated here as a set of any textual information that is supplemented by such controlling elements as navigation and interactive features. 
Logical and brief information, text specification, replacement of text information by using image or graphic and hierarchical tree structure are the main characteristics of mobile educational content. Military texts’ genre typology is defined and examples of mobile content that includes the researched types of English military texts are listed. Military technical and informational texts are chosen as the leading types for mastering lexicogrammar competence in reading by future military experts. 
Lexicogrammar detailed analysis of its peculiarities in English military technical and informational texts facilitated the detection of basic linguistic features. The word formation of English military terminology is analyzed and a professional thesaurus of future military specialist is determined. The classification of English military terminology is divided according to different areas of use. Such grammar features as main tense forms and parts of speech, the usage of modal and impersonal verbs are described. Structural and compositional tools overview highlighted the set of specific connectors and demarcative elements such as background emphasis of the text idea, logos usage that duplicate the title of the text, letters replacement by identical symbols and specific signs for marking logical text ending. The research’s perspective meets with such tasks as searching mobile content which includes other genres of English military texts with the aim to study additional linguistic features.       
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
