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The requirements to multimedia presentation for teaching a foreign language to pre-school children
Summary

The article deals with the basic requirements to designing a multimedia presentation for pre-school children foreign language teaching. 

First of all, the level of a presentation should fit the chosen target audience, pre-school learners in our case. So, making a presentation one should take into account the pre-school learners’ psychophysiological peculiarities. Secondly, one should provide the completeness of the topic, and structure the information presented; the easiness and availability of the navigation; the availability and accuracy of designing the required slides; the reliability of the information presented; the absence of grammar, spelling, linguistic and factual mistakes; the original design of the presentation; validity and rationality of using animation effects; appropriateness of using the colour; rational use of illustrations, backgrounds, photos, videos; rational placement and acquisition of the objects; availability, validity and proper using the background sound; a common style of the slides.

Besides, the structure of the presentation should consist of one title, some informational and one final slides (in general not more than 12); the slides should be enumerated sequentially; the page settings of a slide should be the following: 1) the size of the slide should match the size of the screen; 2) slide orientation is landscape; 3) slide width is 24 cm; 4) slide height is 18 cm; 5) slides should be enumerated in Arabic numerals without a number sign, lines etc. 6) slide show format is “Demo”; 7) graphic and text materials are placed on the slides so that the left, right, top and bottom edges of the slide remain open with a minimum width of 0.5 cm; the background should be lighter than the text presented on it; the colours of the text and background should contrast; animated effects are possible but not always desirable; the rules of spelling, punctuation, shortenings and designing the text should also be followed; the most important information should be placed in the upper left-hand corner, the least important – in the lower left-hand corner; the font should be more than 22 pt; the line spacing should be “Bastard”; different frames, borders, shading, various font colors, arrows can be used as the means of emphasizing the material; the amount of information presented in one slide should be as minimal as possible; the tables should contain only the necessary information and be made in the light or white background with the font not less than 18 pt; using audio is allowed only as exception; slides should be changed “by hand” only.
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
