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Summary
Elaborated methods of interactive English fiction-based monologue teaching at the classes of Home reading provide the usage of interactive technologies which are to improve the skills of second-year students (the qualification of Philologist. Teacher of English Language and World Literature) to make up monologues. Acquiring the necessary level of ability to make up monologues to argument or persuade the opponent is provided with the help of the proper educational process organization. 

The interactive English fiction-based monologue teaching is realized in the model of teaching which is aimed at 12 weeks of Home reading classes conducting within the Practical English course for second-year students. Interactive English fiction-based monologue teaching material for Home reading classes is organized according to four 3-weeks cycle connected with the help of Program-based topics. These cycles are dedicated to forming the skills of introductory reading, practicing communicational markers in use and forming the skills of making up coherent monologues. The mentioned skills include making up introduction to the monologue, argumentation for or against, proving the point of view. 6 classroom hours within the thematic module (with the general duration of 35 hours) are assigned for Home reading. Correspondingly, 24 classroom and 24 extracurricular hours are appropriate for the fourth semester, which implies that the frequency of conducting Home reading classes is once a week. 

Every cycle has its intermediate and final objectives to teach students to make up monologues. The cycles differ in theme and genre of short stories. The final goal of every teaching cycle is gaining by students communicational markers for introducing the idea, argumentation and proving the idea.

The suggested model is quite conventional as for the division of Home reading classes within the interactive monologue teaching. Taking into consideration the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System, the assessment is implemented based on the rating system according to which the scale of assessing skills to make up monologues and skills of introductory reading is interpreted. 
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
