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ABOUT DIAGNOSING THE LEVEL OF LANGUAGE UNIVERSITY STUDENTS’ SOCIOCULTURAL COMPETENCE FORMATION

Summary
Considered in the article is the problem of carrying out the experimental training for diagnosing the level of sociocultural competence formation in linguistic university students and testing the efficiency of the offered technique to form the studied competence taking into account ethnopsychological peculiarities of the native speaker of a learned language. 

Today, many linguists and methodologists develop training courses and books aimed at practical implementation of the problems of intercultural communication (V. Safonova, P. Sysoev, Y. B Kuzmenkova, E. V Smirnova, etc.). However, the problem is far from its practical solution. The practice of teaching English at the Faculty of Foreign Languages ​​(in linguistic high school) shows that the level of formation of social competence does not allow students to adequately carry out adequate interaction with native language speakers. The survey of students at the Faculty of Foreign Languages ​​of the Gomel State Universityshows that the level of the sociocultural competence is inadequate. 

The author singles out the stages of the experimental training, the stating stage is considered in more detail and the examples of the assignments used at this stage of diagnostics are given. 
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
