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TO OFFICIAL LANGUAGE IN PRESCHOOL AGE
Summary

Zakarpattya is a multinational edge, where on 12900 square kilometers there live Ukrainians, Hungarians, Romanians, Russians, Rums, Slovaks, Germans and other national minorities. It makes this area unique.


It is common knowledge that mother tongue is an inexhaustible source of education. It cultivates the sense of love for the native land and cultural heritage of the people. Via mother tongue the child gets acquainted with the surrounding world, with the people who take care of it, and the like. That is why it is in native, maternal language environment that the younger child’s consciousness is formed and the sense of national self-identification is developed. However, undoubtedly, each citizen of the independent Ukrainian state, regardless of their nationality, ought to know the language of the country they live in, ought to know and respect the customs and traditions, the culture of this people. To succeed in teaching children the second language we must start with early language learning in pre-school educational establishments.
The problem of teaching younger children to the official language which is not native for them is not new for Zakarpattya. Historically, the territory of Zakarpattya was ruled by one state or another. This was Austria-Hungary, Hungary, Czechoslovakia and Soviet Union. The problem of teaching the official language has always been in the spotlight.
The aim of this article is to expose some aspects of methodology of teaching Ukrainian as an official language to the children of preschool age of national minorities in Zakarpattya. 

In this publication methodology of studies of verses is exposed after a picture popular in infant schools in Zakarpattya at the beginning the 19th century that simplified mastering the other nationalities representatives even large verses. Methodology of teaching Hungarian language is analyzed not in Hungarian kindergartens and primary schools at the end of the 19th – beginning of the 20th century, worked by М. Lang, with directing Pryasinsky’s establishment from preparation of educators and adapted for teaching Ukrainian to the children of national minorities in Zakarpattya. 
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
