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Summary

The model of partially on-line learning English is represented in the article. The effectiveness of the process of English language learning depends directly on the methods being used. The usage of the Internet in the learning process has become the basis of the development of the blended learning or partially on-line learning. Students use the Internet constantly during the learning process and at the same time direct contact between students and teacher is also provided. 
We’ve developed the learning web-site as the means of partially on-line learning of the English language by future engineers. The parts of the learning web-site are described.
The first part of the learning web-site is correlated with the pre-reading stage of forming future engineers’ reading competence. The second part is correlated with the reading stage; and the third part is connected with post-reading stage of forming the future engineers’ English language competence in reading. Students receive the access to management of the web-site where they can complete exercises and quizzes. The teacher can operate the system of the web-site administration. This option gives them the opportunity to add new texts, to edit them, to add new exercises and to check the students’ personal pages. 
The procedure of working with the web-site during partially on-line learning is described. While working with the first part of the learning web-site the students do the exercises with the aim to form the skills of evaluating the information in the text, to form grammatical and lexical sub-skills. The second and third parts of the web-site are correlated with reading and post-reading stages of forming the future engineers’ English language competence in reading. 
While using the learning web-site during partially on-line learning the students acquire the skills of independent learning the grammatical and lexical aspects of the English language. 
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
