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Development of course program WiTH REGARDS to THE students of humanities’ preparation
Summary

The article introduces the course program for developing the student’s of humanities intercultural competence; it proves of the efficiency of its implementation in high pedagogical educational institutions teaching practice.

It is very important to prepare students to integrate into today’s global economy by developing students’ competencies in cross-cultural awareness. As the pace of change quickens today, the challenges of emerging technologies and the globally interdependent economy will demand much of students. 
The course is designed to prepare students for careers as international professionals by focusing on the cultural factors that influence communication in international / intercultural relations as well as the rules that proscribe and prescribe behaviour. 
The course involves some theory and proven models, but primarily focuses on practical applications and case studies. We explore how to communicate effectively in a multicultural environment, and how to manage and resolve cross-cultural conflicts. 
The course will emphasize culture and will explore how culture both influences and reflects communication dynamics. Culture is understood to incorporate regional background, values, world views and associated thought processes; religion, gender, age, status, and social perception; language, and nonverbal communication, among other elements. 

Each student will select a country and conduct research on the culture, as well as the communication conventions, practices, standards, core metaphors, terms, cultural premises and assumptions, and meaning systems. Students are expected to demonstrate a critical and informed awareness of cultural content, identity, and relational / procedural issues in their country through class presentations, discussions, and a long paper.
Students will read material, attend class, complete assignments, and participate in class discussions and cases. Students will demonstrate their understanding of cross-cultural communication through a presentation, a final credit and a final paper. Students or teams will report on specific articles or topics. The final paper will be an intercultural communication study of a selected region, country, or culture. 
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
