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Summary

The article highlights reflective skills development in the future teachers of English. Reflective skills are considered as part of the prospective teachers’ of English professional competence. The concept "reflection" is analyzed in the context of future teachers’ training. Etymological approach is taken in the interpretation of the term.
The skills that are necessary to reflect are enumerated: to analyse, to compare, to classify, to generalize, to abstract, to specify, to organize, to synthesize, to set goals, to develop hypotheses, to choose the methods of solving problems.

Nowadays students need to learn on their own to find the way out of different situations, take responsibility for their actions, to see the problems and ways to overcome them.To solve this problem a student needs to get out of the position of the performer in the external position.

For the development and improvement of the future teachers’ of English reflective skills it is advisable to teach them to analyze, monitor and modify their own teaching practice.

The stages of reflective skills development were worked out.

At the first stage students describe the methodological situation (situation 1), while watching video fragments of a lesson in English, performed by their colleague.

At the second stage – the formulation of methodological problems – students find out disputable moments in the methodological point of view.

During the third stage – the analysis of methodological problems – students relate the aim of the lesson with the methods and forms of work, etc., determine their appropriateness.

At the fourth stage, students find solutions of methodological problems. 
At the fifth stage, students work out new methodological situation (situation 2).
Techniques of reflective skills development in prospective teachers of English need further study.
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
