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The Peculiarities of Differentiated Instruction Management of English Reading in Extra-Curricular Individual Learning of Future Engineers

Summary
 Learner-centered English language teaching approach should be based on the level of intellectual and psychological development of a student. To manage teaching successfully the teacher should also take into account the level of students’ language proficiency and the peculiarities of their cognitive activity. It is important to consider the mentioned above items for classroom management in technical universities, especially in the first year. So, the dissemination of internal differentiation allows bridging the gap between educational requirements and the possibilities of each student. 
The aim of the article is to give the definition of differentiated instruction of English reading, find out the criteria of splitting students into groups for extra-curricular independent learning and describe the peculiarities of differentiated instruction management. 
Scientific and methodological literature was used for analysis and determination of the peculiarities of differentiated instruction in English reading. On the basis of theoretical analysis ambiguity of definitions of differentiated instruction was identified. It was caused by historical and geographical specifics of its dissemination.

The analysis shows that two concepts such as differentiated and individualized instruction are mixed. We interpret differentiated instruction as a means of individualization and believe that unlike the individualized instruction differentiated one involves co-operative learning of students. So, we define differentiated instruction in English reading as the direction of individualized instruction, which implies classroom management by grouping students according to their cognitive style, which ensures the formation of their individual learning style of professionally oriented reading.

We consider differentiated instruction in English reading to have the following peculiarities:
1. Dissemination of cognitive style as the new criterion of differentiated instruction in English reading.
2. The basis of testing first-year students are such cognitive styles as field dependence / field independence, impulsivity / reflectivity.
3. Substantiation of students’ English language proficiency level dependence on their cognitive style.

4. Determination of optimal conditions for effective differentiated instruction in English reading. 
We consider extra-curricular independent learning to be obvious in technical universities because of the lack of practical lessons in English (1 period a week). We also believe the system of differentiated tasks to be one of the ways to disseminate differentiated instruction. Of course, success of differentiated instruction management depends on the teacher’s awareness of appropriate methods and techniques. First of all, the teacher should test student’s cognitive styles and characteristics of each typological group.
Thus, we define differentiated instruction in English reading as a means of individualization. It becomes possible in extra-curricular independent learning of future engineers with the use of an electronic course book. The peculiarities of differentiated instruction management are differentiated tasks and the teacher’s ability to use appropriate methods and techniques.

Differentiated instruction management of other types of speech activity and grouping students by other criteria (level of proficiency, interests, learning styles) are the topics of further research.
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
