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The content and procedural components of the future pharmaceutical specialists individual work organization in the context of English language teaching methodology and intercultural communication
Summmary

Considered in the article are the content and procedural components of the future pharmaceutical specialists individual work organization in the context of the English language teaching methodology and intercultural communication as an interrelated dominant.
A significant part is devoted to the overview of scientific works by foreign (R. Prégent, B. Bloom) and Ukrainian methodologists (S. Y. Nikolayeva, I. P. Zadorozhna etc.), that allows making a conclusion on the necessity of the efficient implementation of the didactic system conception "Developing pedagogical tools to help students attain the learning abilities to work on their own". 
In this article the model of arranging independent work within the English language curriculum for the first- and second-year students of the Pharmaceutical Department of the Bukovinian State Medical University is highlighted. The model is aimed at achieving active, professionally oriented, practical communicative approach to teaching through approximating it to real situations in pharmaceutical practice, increasing motivation to learn a foreign language for the chosen profession acquisition.
Besides, the focus is made on the types of individual work in different kinds of conversational language activities where the reproductive, transformative and creative assignments serve as the criterion of the independence level. Within the format of one of the principles of the Bologna process which is “learning during entire life” it is stressed that unguided work activates individual’s potential for acquiring education, aspiration and ability to learn foreign languages independently and to implement them in practice.
Taking the definition of individual work as it is presented in didactic and methodological sources, namely, as the form, method and means of arranging the learning process, method of learning as well as the education process itself, the triple block arrangement of individual work within and outside the auditorium is suggested. It takes into consideration the number of course hours stipulated by the curriculum for students of the mentioned profession and implies achievement of the aim of education through using modern programs and innovative information technologies. Such arrangement of individual work corresponds to all general didactic principles of visualization, consciousness, activeness, individualization, and consistency.  
The suggested system of testing components, which have to be creative in order to provide objective assessment of individual level of foreign language acquisition of those who are studying, emphasizes their assessing and correcting function.
Presented contextual and procedural elements of the arrangement of individual work for future pharmaceutics specialists in teaching English language and intercultural communication do not claim to be exhaustive, nevertheless, they confirm the relevance of further development of the following components of individual work such as linguistic, speech, linguistic sociocultural and international educational strategy for teaching intercommunication in a foreign language, distance learning using the resources of E-educational space.
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
