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Developing textual sub-competence as part of linguistic and information competence in foreign language education
Summary


In recent years the concept of linguistic and information competence has become a widely discussed issue in relation to professional training. It is justified by the fact that in a multicultural and network society communication and working with information makes it necessary for the professional to use both native and foreign languages. The aim of the study is to examine the nature and structure of linguistic and information competence in order to point out its major constituents that may be developed in foreign language teaching and learning.

Here the linguistic and information competence is regarded as the student’s readiness to realize in practice a number of competences for getting, analyzing, processing and storing information followed by its usage in a communicative situation. Linguistic and information competence is a multifaceted concept that is made up of a number of sub-competencies and we believe that it is possible to point out textual sub-competence as a constituent of linguistic and information competence. The studies in this field show that textual competence contributes to the growth of multicultural linguistic identity through the development of personality’s values, cultural, communicative and social skills. More specifically, we assume that textual sub-competence characterizes informational process as the form of analytical activity, aimed at understanding the text message which is determined by manty factors, including student’s linguistic competence, personal perception, and text structure. We presume that textual competence, being a complex phenomenon, should relate to the main text characteristics in informational, structural and communicative aspects.

Following on with the line taken by Prof. T. N. Khomutova in studying the nature of a scientific text on the basis of integral approach we pointed out content, structural, genre and style components in the structure of textual sub-competence. In its turn, textual sub-competence is characterized by the body of knowledge, skills and performed functions that have been revealed during the study.
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
